1DECIDE WHAT TO DO

Whoever you are, there’s always something you 
can do to help raise money for Justice and Care. 
Whether you’re an adventurer who likes extreme 
challenges, a party planner who wants to host 
their own event or a master chef who fancies 
cooking up a storm, you can find an activity for 
anyone on our Fundraising Ideas Page.
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2SET A DATE AND LOCATION

Decide when and where your activity is going to 
take place. Consider the weather and if you need 
to book a venue make sure you plan ahead. If you 
let the owners know it’s a charity event, they 
might allow you to use it for free.
